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Based on the drafts of the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU), Integrated Safety Management plan (ISM), and the Hazard Assessment Document (HAD) for Daya Bay, we will be using the confined space guidance from the BNL SBMS. For most of you this is not a concern. In planning your work, all pits, tanks, vessels, and deep trenches are considered confined spaces until an appropriate review is conducted. The Chief Engineers will work with the Level2 and level3 managers (and local Installation managers-LIM) in developing the procedures for entry into these type of areas.

The detector pits, the SAB pit, the AD vessels, and the Hall 5 Storage tanks are considered as confined spaces. Other areas may also meet the criteria for confined spaces. The actual confined space classification will be determined when more details on the work activities and ventilation are available for review.
