ROLE: 

The Associate Laboratory Director of High Energy and Nuclear Physics (ALD HENP) directs the BNL high energy and nuclear physics program of in-house research and user facilities operations. The ALD HENP also directs the Instrumentation Division in its Laboratory technology support mission for all administrative units. 

RESPONSIBILITIES: 

· reports to and takes direction from the Laboratory director in all areas of programmatic and managerial responsibility in the HENP directorate and helps ensure successful achievement of the Laboratory's Critical Outcomes 

· oversees and supervises the operations of departments and divisions under the HENP directorate and supplies scientific program guidance and future direction to these units (physics Dept., Instrumentation Div., C-A Dept. SM Div.,); oversees and directs HENP program areas in other departments and divisions ( Chem. Dept.) 

· represents the HENP Program at BNL to agency sponsors (principally the U.S; DOE), BSA Management and to other interested parties, including the general public 

· seeks program sponsor support and funding for the basic research and user facility activities in the HENP sector at BNL 

· approves user generated proposals for scientific experiments to be performed using BNL user facilities (AGS, RHIC, ATF, Booster, Tandem), with advice from the HENP Program Advisory Committee (PAC) and the Scientific Advisory Committee for Radiobiology (SACR) 

· oversees the ESS&H performance of the HENP directorate to ensure full compliance with US, DOE, State of New York, and Suffolk County laws and regulations as well as all applicable BNL policies and procedures 

AUTHORITY: 

· directs the operations and program activities of all Laboratory units under the HENP directorate. 

· approves performance appraisal, salary determination, recruitment/termination and promotion of staff in the HENP directorate.
· commits and disburses programmatic funds in the HENP directorate in order to carry out HENP research and user facilities operation at BNL. 

· directs and approves implementation of all Laboratory policies for units in the HENP directorate. 
ACCOUNTABILITY:

· is accountable for the orderly, lawful and effective evolution of 'the HENP Program of basic research and user facilities operations at BNL. 

· is accountable for the full and effective reporting of HENP Program activities and future plans at BNL to the sponsoring agencies (primarily the U.S. DOE), the BSA and other bodies and constituencies as appropriate under the BNL contract and pertinent DOE authorities 

· is accountable for the ES&H performance objectives and performance measures as defined in the Laboratory's Critical Outcomes
